MEETING NOTES  
Minutes of the WARMTH Members Assembly held at 1700 on 21 September 2010 at CTICC 
Cape Town, South Africa. (Held during the World Congress of WFNMB)

1. WARMTH Registration:  
  
A Padhy reported that WARMTH had been registered as an international society in India under the 
Societies Registration Act of 1860.  Registration number S/846342010.  WARMTH will be 
required to pay a registration fee to the Registration Body in Delhi. 
 
2. WARMTH Membership:   

 
A Padhy reported that there had been 20 registrations with made up membership by the time of the 
coordinating board meeting.  Certificates had been signed by the President and Honorary Secretary 
and had been issued.  A membership card with membership number will be issued in future. All 
those present were encouraged to register as full members. 
 
3. Bank Account:   

 
A bank account has been applied for in India.  P Dougall the Honorary Treasurer was making 
banking arrangements and the account would be in operational as soon as possible.   
All future meetings registrations will be handled through the WARMTH bank account. Local 
organisers will also be able to open their own local accounts to take care of local expenditure and 
to receive monies from local sponsorship.  This had been agreed at the last meeting and was 
detailed in a separate document which is available for local meeting coordinators. 
A Perkins stated that full records of accounts were being made as WARMTH is receiving monies 
and would be paying for costs incurred as a result of organising meetings and carrying out other 
WARMTH business. P Dougall would be keeping annual accounts and these needed to be audited 
to ensure full financial proprietary. 
 
4. WARMTH Auditors :  

 
Members were informed that S Srivastava and K Kairemo from the governing body had been 



 

nominated to provide independent inspection of the audited accounts.   
 
5. WARMTH relationship with WFNMB:  

 
A Padhy reported that the World Radiopharmaceutical Therapy Council had now been disbanded 
officially by the World Federation and WARMTH had now been formally recognised.  This would 
be reflected in future changes to the charter of the World Federation.  It was agreed that we would 
continue to work closely with WFNMB. 
 
6. WARMTH Collaboration with other International Organisations:  
 
A Padhy reported that WARMTH would hold a workshop in Kuwait covering 3 topics of thyroid 
cancer, radisynovectomy and neuroendocrine tumours.  The date had been fixed for the 28-30 
March 2011 and registration would be free to participants.  Experts would receive full costs for 
participation and would be asked to consider an honorarium subject to further discussion.  It was 
agreed that these arrangements would be finalised to ensure that appropriate degree of financial 
support and budgeting are legal and correct.  The Singapore General Hospital Nuclear Medicine 
Update was also formally supported by WARMTH as a collaborating organisation. The website is 
up and running and can be viewed at www.sgh-nmu.org/faculty/html. 
 
7. WARMTH Headquarters in New Delhi: 
 
A Padhy reported that it would be the intention to establish the WARMTH headquarters in New 
Delhi.  Further details will be produced in due course.
